I ntroduction

Benton County is located in northwest Tennessee near the Kentucky border. The Tennessee
River forms the eastern border of the county. Benton County is approximately 75 miles west of
Nashville and 50 miles northeast of Jackson. There are 395 square miles within the county
boundaries. Camden is the county seat and largest city.

The Benton County labor market area consists of eight adjacent counties — Carroll, Decatur,
Henderson, Henry, Houston, Humphreys, Perry, and Stewart Counties, Tennessee. The labor
market area was defined based primarily on commuting patterns data from the 2000 Census.

This report provides a demographic and socioeconomic profile of Benton County, its
incorporated places, and the labor market area. The appendix provides a detailed presentation of
this information. For comparison, data for the state of Tennessee and the U.S. isincluded.
Graphic illustrations of this information are aso provided.

Population

The population of Benton County reached 16,537 in 2000, an increase of 14 percent since the
1990 Census. Benton County’s population grew at a slower rate than the average for the state of
Tennessee but faster than the nation.

Incorporated places in Benton County include:

Big Sandy town — 519 residents in 2002
Camden city — 3,769 residents

The combined population of the Benton County labor market area was 160,398 in 2000,
increasing 14 percent since 1990. For comparison, the state of Tennessee experienced a
population increase of 17 percent during this time period, and nationally the population increased
13 percent.

Thelargest county within the boundaries of the labor market areaisHenry
County with 31,115 residentsin 2000, an increase of 12 percent since 1990.

Stewart County was the fastest growing county in the labor market area
between 1990 and 2000, experiencing a 30 percent increase in population.



Age Distribution

The age distribution of Benton County’s residents is skewed to those age 65 and over. This group
represented 18 percent of the ared' s population in 2000, compared with 12 percent for Tennessee
and the nation.

In Camden 26 percent of theresidentsare age 65 and over and 5 percent
are at least 85 years of age.

Theage distribution of Big Sandy’sresidentsis also skewed to those at |east
65 years of age— 21 percent are age 65 and over.

The prime labor force group — ages 25 through 54 — represented 41 percent of Benton County’s
residents in 2000. This compares with 41 percent for the labor market areaand 44 percent for the
state and the nation.

Employment

In 2001 there were an estimated 7,280 full- and part-time jobsin Benton County. Since 1990
employment has increased 11 percent, compared with 24 percent statewide, and 20 percent for the
nation.

The manufacturing sector employed almost 1,000 workersin 2001,
representing 13 percent of thearea’s total employment.

Retail trade represented another 14 percent of the total employment in
2001 with 988 employees.

Occupation Distribution

A comparison of the occupational distribution of employed residents in Benton County shows
that the county has alower share of its employment in managerial and professiona jobs than the
average for the state and the nation. According to the 2000 Census, 21 percent of Benton

County’ s employees worked in management and professional occupations. This compares with
22 percent in the labor market area, 30 percent statewide, and 34 percent for the nation. Salesand
office occupations were aso lower in Benton County than in the comparison aress.

Production occupations represented the largest occupation group in 2000, accounting for
29 percent of al jobs in the county compared with 30 percent in the labor market area, 20 percent
in Tennessee, and 15 percent for the nation.

In Camden, management and production occupations each represented
24 percent of theresident’s occupations.

Residentsin Big Sandy were primarily in production occupations. This
occupation group represented 39 percent of all jobs.



Commuting Patterns

In 2000 an estimated 2,540 Benton County residents commuted to jobs in other counties, while
1,087 residents of other counties came into Benton County for employment. An estimated

1,343 residents, accounting for 53 percent of the outcommuters traveled to Henry and Humphreys
Counties for employment opportunities.

An estimated 39 percent of Benton County’sresident workers commuted to
jobs outside the county.

The primary sources of workers coming into Benton County for jobs are Carroll and Henry
Counties. In 2000, 629 residents from these counties came into Benton County for jobs,
representing 58 percent of al commuters coming into the county.

An estimated 22 percent of Benton County’s wor kfor ce comesintothe area
from other counties.

Commuting Characteristics

In 2000, 80 percent of Benton County’s commuters drove aone to their place of employment
while 14 percent carpooled with other commuters.

Residents of Benton County spent an average of 27 minutes traveling to work in 2000. In the
area the average travel time to work was 26 minutes.

Residents of Camden averaged 19 minutestraveling to work in 2000. In
Big Sandy, the average travel time to work was 28 minutes.

Unemployment

Benton County had an average unemployment rate of 7.2 percent in 2002. The average
unemployment rate for al counties in the labor market area was 8.5 percent, 5.1 percent were
unemployed statewide, while nationally 5.8 percent of the civilian labor force were unemployed.
Over the last decade, annual unemployment rates in Benton County have been higher than the
state and national rates.

Therewere 7,270 personsin Benton County’s civilian labor forcein 2002.
An estimated 520 of these were unemployed and actively seeking work.

Inthelabor market areathere were 72,280 personsin the civilian labor
force and 6,150 workers unemployed and actively seeking work .



Income and Earnings

The per capitaincome of Benton County residents was $19,994 in 2001, less than the income of
the labor market area ($20,641), the state of Tennessee ($26,808), and the U.S. income of
$30,413.

The per capitaincome of Benton County’sresidents represented 66 percent
of the nation’sincomein 2001. Theincome of the labor market area
represented 68 percent of the national income.

Measured in constant 1992 dollars, Benton County’s per capitaincome increased 4 percent
between 1990 and 2001, compared with 15 percent in the labor market area. During thistime,
Tennessee’ s income increased 18 percent, compared with a 15 percent increase for the nation.

Within the labor market area Henry County had the highest per capita
incomein 2001 at $22,475.

Transfer Payments

Transfer payments are usually thought of as welfare payments but aso include socia security and
other pensions, excluding private pensions.

In Benton County transfer payments represented 29 percent of the area’ s total persona incomein
2000. This compares with 16 percent for the state of Tennessee and 14 percent for the U.S,

Dividends, Interest and Rent
Income in the form of dividends, interest, and rent are generally indicators of wealth.

In 2001 dividends, interest, and rent represented 19 percent of Benton County’stotal personal
income. Thiscompareswith 16 percent for the state of Tennessee and 19 percent for the nation.

Poverty

An estimated 16 percent of the population of Benton County had income below the poverty level
in 2000, according to Census estimates. This compares with 14 percent for the labor market area,
14 percent for the state of Tennessee, and 12 percent for the U.S.

Since 1990 the number of persons with income below poverty level has declined. In 1990 an
estimated 17 percent of Benton County’ s residents had income below the poverty level.



In Camden 17 percent of the residents had income below the poverty level,
accor ding to 2000 Census estimates. This percentage has decr easedsince
the 1990 Census when 19 percent of all residents earned lessthan poverty-
level income.

Censusestimatesfor Big Sandy indicate 21 per cent of the residents had
income below poverty level, lower than the 1990 estimate of 27 percent.

Education Attainment

An estimated 66 percent of Benton County’s residents 25 years old and over were high school
graduatesin 2000. This percentage is smaller than the average for the labor market area
(69 percent), the state of Tennessee (76 percent), and the national average of 80 percent.

An estimated 6 percent of Benton County’ s population age 25 and over had earned a bachelor’s
degree or higher in 2000, compared with 10 percent for the labor market area, 20 percent
statewide, and 24 percent for the U.S.

A survey conducted by the state of Tennessee indicates there were 116 high school graduatesin
Benton County in 2001. An estimated 67 percent of these graduates had plans to continue their
education and 28 percent were entering the labor force. For comparison, in the state of Tennessee
the survey indicated 70 percent of the 2001 high school graduates were planning to continue their
education and 24 percent were entering the labor force.

Housing Profile

There were 6,900 occupied housing units in Benton County according to the 2000 Census. An
estimated 81 percent of these were occupied by the property owner. Home ownership is higher in
Benton County than in the labor market area (79 percent), Tennessee (70 percent), and the nation
(66 percent).

The median housing value in Benton County was $67,000. This compares with median housing
vaues of $93,000 for the state of Tennessee and $119,600 for the U.S.

Owner -occupied housing in Camden represented 69 percent of all occupied
housing unitsin 2000.

In Big Sandy 72 percent of all occupied housing units were occupied by the
property owner.

In Camden the median housing value was $63,000 in 2000.

The median value of housing in Big Sandy was $44,200 in 2000.



Retail Sales

Retail salesin Benton County were estimated to be $113 million in 2001.

General merchandisestoressalesrepresented 29 percent ($32.3 million) of
all retail salesin Benton County in 2001. Thiscategory represented the
major portion of retail salesin the county.

Sales of food and bever age storesrepresented the second highest category
of retail salesin Benton County at $22.6 million.

Salesin the motor vehicle category wer e significantly under represented in
Benton County compared to statewide and national percentages.

Transportation

Benton County’s location in the eastern haf of the United States makesit an ideal distribution
point for alarge portion of the nation’s major markets. The areais served by regular route and
specialized motor carriers.

Interstate 40, which travels east to west across Tennessee, passes through the southeast corner of
the county. Several U.S, state, and county primary and secondary routes are also means of
roadway transportation available to residents and industries in the area.

Two major airports provide commercial air transportation service to the northwest Tennessee
area. The Nashville International Airport is served by 17 airlines operating an estimated

400 daily flights to 80 markets. Over 9 million passengers were served from this complex in
2000. The Memphis International Airport isthe maor commercial airport in the west Tennessee
area. Memphis International offers nonstop service to over 70 U.S. cities and has been the
number one cargo airport in the world since 1992. Nearly 11 million passengers traveled via
Memphis International in 2001.



Local Industry

Approximately 1,000 people were employed by the manufacturing sector in Benton County in
2002. These establishments paid an average annual wage of $8,600. For comparison, the
estimated average annua wage of all manufacturing establishmentsin Tennessee was $38,100 in

2002.
