shorelines. We will create recreational
and wetland areas, some in partnership
with Roane County and its Parks &
Recreation Advisory Board, and using
Input received from the community.

TVA Is making improvements to the
Kingston plant that will help meet its
vision of being one of the nation’s
leading providers of low cost and
cleaner energy by 2020.
