SHORELINE MANAGEMENT ZONE
Page 1 of 1

1.  Function and Benefits - A Shoreline Management Zone (SMZ), consisting of trees and shrubs and other native vegetation along lakes and reservoirs, provides an attractive landscape with many important functions and benefits.  The SMZ protects water quality by filtering nutrients, sediments, and other pollutants from runoff.  Native woody plants in the SMZ have extensive, deep-root systems that bind soil particles reducing erosion and stabilizing shorelines.  A SMZ also provides a natural source of food, cover, and habitat for fish and wildlife.
2.  Specifications - SMZ will be designated along the shoreline.  The SMZ shall begin at the normal summer pool elevation (439.2’) and extend to elevation (446’) inland on the flowage easement set forth in the special warranty deed and controlled by TVA.
3.  Vegetation Management Guidelines - All vegetation management activities within the SMZ require advanced written approval from TVA.  The following vegetation management guidelines apply:
a.  Clearing, planting, and maintaining grass in an access/view corridor up to 20-foot wide and no clearing of vegetation larger than 3 inches in diameter for the balance of the SMZ will be permitted.
b.  Cutting/clearing of vegetation less than 3 inches in diameter from the SMZ to the maximum shoreline contour (446’) is permitted with approved plan.
c.  Removal of selected invasive plants such as poison ivy, Japanese honeysuckle, kudzu and other exotic plants is permitted.
d.  Grass may be planted and mowed within the access corridor and mulch, wooden, stone, brick or concrete walkways/and or steps are allowed.  Pruning of side limbs that extend into the access corridor from trees located outside the access corridor is also allowed.
e.  Planting of trees, shrubs, wildflowers, native grasses, and ground covers within the SMZ is allowed to create or improve vegetative cover.
f.  A Vegetation Management Plan should be developed by landowner to appropriately manage Redbud Reservoir shoreline.  A copy of this plan shall be provided to TVA and must be approved by TVA.  (Fees may apply)
g.  All wetland designation areas will be avoided.
